Graham Puttock 
scored freely, but with the score on 154 he was well caught by Tom Knapp off Paul Ryan’s 
fine bowling.  With the bowlers tiring, Rocklands pushed the score beyond 200 in the 43

over and closed the innings on 219 for 8.  The pick of the batting was Puttock’s 59, well 
supported by M Kay with 30 and R Kruger with 31.  Halvergate’s Paul Ryan finished with 
excellent figures of 5 for 30 from 11 overs.
